
1. California Condor (Gymnogyps californianus)
Habitat and range: Mountainous areas with cliffs 
or hollow trees for nesting. Extirpated in the wild in 
1980s; reintroduced in central and southern California, 
northern Arizona, Baja California, and most recently 
Yurok tribal land in northern California.
Diet: Carrion.
Status: On US and California endangered species lists.
Threats: Lead poisoning from ammunition in land 
mammal carcasses, contaminants including DDT in 
marine mammal carcasses, trash ingestion, wildfire, 
shooting, potential rodenticide exposure.
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
